Trustee Expenses 1 
 2 
Expenses for Board Members - In-District 3 
 4 
A trustee shall not receive remuneration for service as a trustee.  Trustees living more than three 5 
(3) miles from the meeting place shall be entitled to be reimbursed for mileage at the rate 6 
stipulated in § 2-18-503, MCA, for each mile of travel between their homes and the meeting 7 
place for each meeting of the Board or for any meeting called by the county superintendent.  8 
Reimbursement may be paid as the travel is assumed or may accumulate until the end of the 9 
fiscal year, at the discretion of the trustee. 10 
The members of the trustees of any district may not receive compensation for their services as 11 
trustees.  A trustee is entitled to collect mileage at a rate equal to the mileage allotment allowed 12 
by the United States internal revenue service for the current year for the first 1,000 miles and 3 13 
cents less per mile for all additional miles traveled within a given calendar month.   14 
 15 
The members of the trustees who reside over 3 miles from the trustees’ meeting place must be 16 
reimbursed at the rate as provided in 2-18-503 for every mile necessarily traveled between their 17 
residence and the meeting place and return in attending the regular and special meetings of the 18 
trustees, and all trustees must be similarly reimbursed for meetings called by the county 19 
superintendent.  The travel reimbursement may be accumulated during the school fiscal year and 20 
paid at the end of the fiscal year, at the discretion of each trustee.  21 
 22 
A trustee must file a reimbursement for mileage form, prior to July 1 of each year, requesting 23 
reimbursement for the fiscal year.  The form may be obtained from the District Clerk/Business 24 
Manager. 25 
 26 
Expenses for Board Members at Out-of-District Meetings 27 
 28 
Trustees normally attend workshops, training institutes, and conferences at both the state and 29 
national levels.  The District will pay all legitimate costs for trustees to attend out-of-District 30 
meetings, at established rates for reimbursement set by the District: 31 
 32 
1. Transportation as approved by the Board; 33 
2. On-site transportation during the course of the meeting, i.e., bus, taxi, or rental car; 34 
3. Hotel or motel costs for trustee, as necessary; 35 
4. Food costs as necessary; 36 
5. Telephone services for necessary communications with business or family, resulting from 37 

the trustee being away from Jefferson County; 38 
6. Incidental expenditures for tips and other necessary costs attributable to the trustee’s 39 

attendance at a meeting; however, the District will not reimburse or pay for such items as 40 
liquor, expenses of a spouse, separate entertainment, or other unnecessary expenditures. 41

Suicide Awareness and Prevention 1 
 2 
The Administration shall develop and implement a youth suicide prevention program meeting 3 
minimum requirements set forth in 10.55.719, ARM.   4 
 5 
The District will provide professional development on youth suicide awareness and prevention to 6 
each employee of the district who work directly with any students enrolled in the school district.  7 
The training materials will be approved by the Office of Public Instruction (OPI). 8 
 9 
The District will provide at least two (2) hours of youth suicide and prevention training 10 
beginning the 2017-18 school year.  The District will provide, at a minimum, two (2) hours of 11 
youth suicide awareness and prevention training every five (5) years thereafter.  All new 12 
employees who work directly with any student enrolled in the school district will be provided 13 
training the first year of employment. 14 
 15 
Youth suicide and prevention training may include: 16 
 17 

A. In-person attendance at a live training; 18 
B. Videoconference; 19 
C. An individual program of study of designated materials; 20 
D. Self-review modules available online; and 21 
E. Any other method chosen by the local school board that is consistent with professional 22 

development standards. 23 
 24 
 25 
No cause of action may be brought for any loss or damage caused by any act or admission 26 
resulting from the implementation of the provisions of this policy or resulting from any training, 27 
or lack of training, related to this policy.  Nothing in this policy shall be construed to impose a 28 
specific duty of care. 29

Participation in Commencement Exercises 1 
 2 
Statement of Policy 3 
 4 
A student’s right to participate in a commencement exercise of the graduating class at Jefferson 5 
High School is an honor. As such, participation in this ceremony is reserved for those members 6 
of the graduating class who have completed all state and local requirements for graduation before 7 
the date of the ceremony.  Students who complete their requirements after the date of 8 
commencement exercises will receive their diplomas at that time. 9 
 10 
Organization and Content of Commencement Exercises 11 
 12 
The school district will permit students to honor their American Indian heritage through the 13 
display of culturally significant tribal regalia at commencement ceremonies.  Any item that 14 
promotes drug use, weapon use, threats of violence, sexual harassment, bullying, or other 15 
intimidation, or violates another district policy, state, or federal law may not be worn during 16 
graduation.   17 
 18 
The school administration may invite graduating students to participate in high school graduation 19 
exercises according to academic class standing or class officer status.  Any student who, because 20 
of academic class standing, is requested to participate may choose to decline the invitation. 21 
 22 
The school administrators will censor any presentation or require any specific content but may 23 
advise participants about appropriate language for the audience and occasion.  Students selected 24 
to participate may choose to deliver an address, poem, reading, song, musical presentation, 25 
prayer, or any other pronouncement of their choosing. 26 
 27 
The printed program for a commencement exercise will include the following paragraphs: 28 
 29 

Any presentation by participants of graduation exercises is the private expression 30 
of an individual participant and does not necessarily reflect any official position of the 31 
District, its Board, administration, or employees, nor does it necessarily indicate the 32 
views of any other graduates. 33 

The Board recognizes that at graduation time and throughout the course of the 34 
educational process, there will be instances when religious values, religious practices, 35 
and religious persons will have some interaction with the public schools and students.  36 
The Board, while not endorsing any religion, recognizes the rights of individuals to have 37 
the freedom to express their individual political, social, or religious views. 38

Entrance, Placement, and Transfer 1 
 2 
Entrance, Date, and Age 3 
  4 
The District requires proof of identity and an immunization record for every child to be admitted 5 
to District schools.  The trustees may at their discretion assign and admit a child to a school in 6 
the district who is under 6 years of age or an adult who is 19 years of age or older if there are 7 
exceptional circumstances that merit waiving the age provision. 8 
 9 
School Entrance 10 
 11 
1.  The District requires that a student’s parents, legal guardian, or legal custodian present 12 

proof of identity of the child1 to the school within forty (40) days of enrollment, as well 13 
as proof of residence in the District.  Students who are not residents of the District may 14 
apply for admission pursuant to Policy 3141.  Homeless students shall be admitted 15 
pursuant to state and federal law, and Policy 3125. 16 

 17 
2.  To be admitted to the District school, in accordance with the Montana Immunization 18 

Law, a child must have been immunized against varicella, diphtheria, pertussis, tetanus, 19 
poliomyelitis, rubella, mumps, and measles in the manner and with immunizing agents 20 
approved by the Department of Health and Human Services or the local county health 21 
department.  Immunizations may not be required if a child qualifies for conditional 22 
attendance or an exemption is filed as provided by Montana law. 23 
 24 

3. The above requirements are not to serve as barriers to immediate enrollment of students 25 
designated as homeless or foster children as required by the Every Student Succeeds Act 26 
(ESSA) and the McKinney-Vento Act as amended by ESSA.  The District shall work 27 
with the local child welfare agency, the school last attended, or other relevant agencies to 28 
obtain necessary enrollment documentation. 29 
 30

Placement 32 
 33 
The District goal is to place students at levels and in settings that will increase the probability of 34 
student success.  Developmental testing, together with other relevant criteria including, but not 35 
limited to, health, maturity, emotional stability, and developmental disabilities, may be 36 
considered in the placement of all students.  Final disposition of all placement decisions rests 37 
with the principal, subject to appeal to the Superintendent or the Board. 38 
 39 
Transfer 40 
 41 
District policies regulating the enrollment of students from other accredited elementary and 42 
secondary schools are designed to protect the educational welfare of children. 43 
 44

Secondary Grades (9-12) Credit Transfer:  A transfer of credits from any secondary school is 1 
subject to a satisfactory examination of the following: 2

1.  Appropriate certificates of school accreditation; 4

2.  Length of course, school day, and school year; 8 
 9 
3.  Content of applicable courses; 10 
 11 
4.  School building as it relates to credit earned (i.e., lab areas for appropriate science or 12 
 vocational instruction); 13 
 14 
5.  Appropriate evaluation of student performance leading toward credit issuance. 15 
 16 
The District will follow Montana Accreditation Rules and Standard, along with local alternate 17 
procedures for earning credit, in reviewing requests for transfer of credits.  The high school 18 
principal has authority for approving credit transfers, subject to review by the Superintendent or 19 
the Board. 20

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Enrollment and Attendance Records 1 

 2 

Since accurate enrollment and attendance records are essential both to obtain state financial 3 

reimbursement and to fulfill the District’s responsibilities under the attendance laws, staff shall 4 

be diligent in maintaining such records. 5 

 6 

A district may only include, for ANB purposes, an enrolled student who is: 7 

 8 

 A resident of the district or a nonresident student admitted by trustees under a student 9 

attendance agreement and who is attending a school of the district; 10 

 11 

 Unable to attend school due to a medical reason certified by a medical doctor and 12 

receiving individualized educational services supervised by the district, at district 13 

expense, at a home or facility that does not offer an educational program; 14 

 15 

 Unable to attend school due to the student’s incarceration in a facility, other than a youth 16 

detention center, and who is receiving individualized educational services supervised by 17 

the district, at district expense, at a home or facility that does not offer an educational 18 

program; 19 

 20 

 Living with a caretaker relative under § 1-1-215, MCA 21 

 22 

 Receiving special education and related services, other than day treatment, under a 23 

placement by the trustees at a private nonsectarian school or private program if the 24 

student’s services are provided at the district’s expense under an approved individual 25 

education plan supervised by the district; 26 

 27 

 Participating in the Running Start Program at district expense under § 20-9-706, MCA; 28 

 29 

 Receiving education services provided by the district, using appropriately licensed 30 

district staff at a private residential program or private residential facility licensed by the 31 

Department of Public Health and Human Services; 32 

 33 

 Enrolled in an educational program or course provided at district expense using electronic 34 

or offsite delivery methods, including but not limited to tutoring, distance learning 35 

programs, online programs, and technology delivered learning programs, while attending 36 

a school of the district or any other nonsectarian offsite instructional setting with the 37 

approval of the trustees of the district; or 38 

 39 

 A resident of the district attending a Montana job corps program under an interlocal 40 

agreement with the district under § 20-9-707, MCA. 41 

 42 

.  43 

 A resident of the district attending a Montana Youth Challenge Program under an 8 interlocal 44 

agreement with the district under § 20-9-707, MCA 45 
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 Meets the Criteria for Proficiency based ANB under policy 3126FE 1 

 2 

In order for a student who is served through distance learning or offsite delivery methods to be 3 

included in the calculation of average number belonging, the student must meet the residency 4 

requirements for that district; live in the district, and must be eligible for educational services 5 

under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act or under 29 U.S.C. 794; or attend school in 6 

the district under a mandatory attendance agreement as provided in § 20-9-707, MCA. 7

Homeless Youth and Foster Children 9 

 10 

Assignment to schools shall be subject to modification when federal law applicable to students 11 

placed in foster care or students who are homeless requires that such students be educated in a 12 

“school of origin” that differs from the assigned school. 13

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Military Compact Waiver 1 
 2 
The State of Montana is one of numerous states across the country that is a member of the 3 
Interstate Compact on Educational Opportunity for Military Children.  As a school district within 4 
the State of Montana subject to the laws of the State of Montana, the District shall follow the 5 
requirements of the Compact for students who enroll at the District for whom the Compact 6 
applies.  7 
 8 
Purpose 9 
 10 
The purpose of the Interstate Compact on Educational Opportunity for Military Children is to 11 
remove barriers to educational success for children of military families due to frequent relocation 12 
and deployment of their parents.  The Compact facilitates educational success by addressing 13 
timely student enrollment, student placement, qualification and eligibility for programs 14 
(curricular, co-curricular, and extra-curricular), timely graduation, and the facilitation of 15 
cooperation and communication between various member states’ schools.  16 
 17 
Applicability 18 
 19 
This Compact applies only to children of: 20 
 21 

1. Active duty members of the uniformed services as defined in the Compact, including 22 
member of the national guard and reserve on active duty orders pursuant to 10 U.S.C., 23 
12301(d) and 12304; 24 
 25 

2. Members of the veterans of the uniformed services who are severely injured and 26 
medically discharged or retired for a period of 1 year after medical discharge or 27 
retirement; and 28 

 29 
3. Members of the uniformed services who die on active duty or as a result of injuries 30 

sustained on active duty for a period of 1 year after death. 31 
 32 

Educational Records and Enrollment 33 
 34 

1. Hand Carried/Unofficial Educational Records:  In the event that official educational 35 
records cannot be released to a parent for the purpose of school transfer, the custodian of 36 
records from the sending school shall prepare and furnish to the parent a complete set of 37 
unofficial educational records containing uniform information as determined by the 38 
Interstate Commission.  39 
 40 
Upon receipt of the unofficial educational records, the District shall enroll and 41 
appropriately place the student based upon the information the school receives in the 42 
unofficial educational records, pending validation by the official records, as soon as 43 
possible.  44 
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 1 

2. Official Educational Records/Transcripts:  At the time of enrollment and conditional 2 
placement of a qualifying student at the District, the District shall request the student’s 3 
official educational records from their last school of attendance.    4 
 5 
A school receiving such a request shall process the official educational records request 6 
and furnish such within a period of ten (10) days, or within the timeline determined to be 7 
reasonable by the Interstate Commission. 8 
 9 

3. Immunizations:  The District shall provide a period of thirty (30) days from the date of 10 
enrollment, or such other time frame as determined by the rules of the Interstate 11 
Commission, within which students may obtain any immunizations required by the 12 
District.  Where the District’s requirements include a series of immunizations, initial 13 
vaccinations must be obtained within thirty (30) days, or within the timeline determined 14 
to be reasonable by the Interstate Commission.  15 

 16 
4. Kindergarten and First Grade Entrance Age:  Students shall be allowed to continue 17 

their enrollment at grade level at the District, commensurate with their grade level from 18 
their receiving school, including kindergarten, at the time of transition.   However, the 19 
provisions of Montana Code 20-5-101 regarding trustees enrolling a child in kindergarten 20 
or in first grade whose fifth (5th) or sixth (6th) birthday occurs on or before the tenth (10th) 21 
day of September of the school year in which the child is to enroll but is not yet 19 years 22 
of age, shall continue to apply.  23 
 24 
A student who has satisfactorily completed the prerequisite grade level in the sending 25 
school shall be eligible for enrollment in the next highest grade level in the District, at the 26 
receiving school, regardless of age. 27 
 28 
A student who is transferring into the District after the start of the school year shall enter 29 
the District on the student’s validated grade level from an accredited school in the 30 
sending state.  31 

 32 
Placement and Attendance 33 
 34 

1. Course Placement:  Upon transfer of a qualifying student, the receiving District shall 35 
place the student in courses consistent with the student’s courses in the sending school 36 
and/or the school’s educational assessments.  37 

 38 
Course placement includes, but is not limited to honors, international baccalaureate, 39 
advanced placement, vocational, technical, and career pathways courses.  40 
 41 
Continuing the student’s academic program from the previous school and promoting 42 
placement in academically and career challenging courses should be paramount when 43 
considering placement.  This requirement does not preclude the District from performing 44 
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subsequent evaluations to ensure appropriate placement and continued enrollment of the 1 
student in the course(s).  2 
 3 

2. Educational Program Placement:  The District shall initially honor placement of the 4 
student in educational programs based on current educational assessments conducted at 5 
the sending school or participation/placement in similar programs at the sending school.  6 
 7 
Educational program placement includes, but is not limited to, gifted and talented 8 
programs and English as a second language.  This requirement does not preclude the 9 
District from performing subsequent evaluations to ensure appropriate placement of the 10 
student.  11 
 12 

3. Special Education Services:  In compliance with the federal requirements of the 13 
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act, the District, as the receiving school, shall 14 
initially provide comparable services to a student with disabilities based on his or her 15 
current Individual Education Plan.   16 
 17 
In compliance with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act and with Title II of the 18 
Americans with Disabilities Act, the District, as the receiving school, shall make 19 
reasonable accommodations and modifications to address the needs of incoming students 20 
with disabilities consistent with his or her existing 504 or Title II Plan.   21 
 22 
This does not preclude the District, as the receiving school, from performing subsequent 23 
evaluations to ensure appropriate placement and/or accommodations are made for the 24 
student.  25 

 26 
4. Placement Flexibility:  The District’s Administration shall have the flexibility to waive 27 

course/program prerequisites or other preconditions for placement in courses/programs 28 
offered by the receiving District.  29 
 30 

5. Absences Relating to Deployment Activities:  A student whose parent/legal guardian is 31 
an active duty member of the uniformed services and has been called to duty for, is on 32 
leave from, or immediately returned from deployment in a combat zone or combat 33 
support position, shall be granted additional excused absences at the discretion of the 34 
District’s Superintendent to visit with his or her parent/legal guardian relative to such 35 
leave or deployment of the parent/guardian.  36 

 37 
Eligibility 38 
 39 

1. Eligibility for Enrollment:  A Special Power of Attorney pertaining to the guardianship 40 
of a student of a military family and executed under applicable law shall be sufficient for 41 
the purposes of enrollment and all other actions requiring parental participation and 42 
consent.  43 
 44 
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The receiving District shall not charge tuition to a transitioning military student placed in 1 
the care of a noncustodial parent or other person standing in loco parentis who lives in a 2 
jurisdiction other than that of the custodial parent. 3 
 4 
A transitioning military student, placed in the care of a noncustodial parent or other 5 
person standing in loco parentis who lives in a jurisdiction other than that of the custodial 6 
parent, may continue to attend the school in which he or she was enrolled when residing 7 
with the custodial parent. 8 
 9 

2. Eligibility for Extra-Curricular Activity Participation:  The District shall facilitate the 10 
opportunity for transitioning military students’ inclusion in extracurricular activities, 11 
regardless of application deadlines, to the extent the student is otherwise qualified.  12 

 13 
Graduation 14 
 15 
In order to facilitate the on-time graduation of children of military families, the receiving District 16 
shall incorporate the following procedure: 17 
 18 

1. Graduation Course Requirements – Waiver:  The receiving District’s Administration, 19 
through the Superintendent or designee, shall waive specific courses that are required for 20 
graduation if similar coursework has been satisfactorily completed at another school.     21 
 22 
If the District does not waive the specific course requirement for graduation, the District 23 
shall provide a reasonable justification for the denial.   This justification shall be provided 24 
to the parent/legal guardian in writing.  25 
 26 
If the receiving District does not waive the specific course requirement for graduation 27 
and the student would have otherwise qualified to graduate from the sending school, the 28 
receiving District shall provide an alternative means of acquiring required course work to 29 
ensure that the student’s graduation will occur on time.  30 

 31 
2. Exit Exams:  In lieu of testing requirements required for graduation at the receiving 32 

District, the District and the State of Montana shall accept any or all of the following: 33 
 34 

A. Exit exams or end-of-course exams required for graduation from the sending 35 
school; 36 

B. National norm-referenced achievement tests; or 37 
C. Alternative testing. 38 

 39 
In the event the above alternatives cannot be accommodated by the receiving District for 40 
a student transferring during his or her senior year, subsection 3, below, shall apply. 41 
 42 

3. Transfer During Senior Year of High School:  Should a military student transferring at 43 
the beginning of or during the senior year be ineligible to graduate from the receiving 44 
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District after all alternatives have been considered, the sending school and the receiving 1 
District shall ensure the receipt of a diploma from the sending school if the student meets 2 
the graduation requirements of the sending school.  3 
 4 
In the event that one of the states in question is not a member of this Compact, the 5 
member state shall use best efforts to facilitate the on-time graduation of the student.  6 

 7 
Conflicts 8 
 9 
All state laws and District policies that conflict with this policy and/or in conflict with the 10 
Compact are superseded to the extent of the conflict.  11 
 12 
Cooperation 13 
 14 
The receiving District, through its administration, shall timely cooperate with all state agency 15 
inquiries and other District/school inquiries relating to a student who is covered by the Compact.   16

Education of Homeless Children 1 
 2 
Every child of a homeless individual and every homeless child are entitled to equal access to the 3 
same free, appropriate public education as provided to other students.  The District must assign 4 
and admit a child who is homeless to a District school regardless of residence and irrespective of 5 
whether the homeless child is able to produce records normally required for enrollment.  The 6 
District may not require an out-of-District attendance agreement and tuition for a homeless child. 7 
 8 
The Superintendent will review and revise as necessary rules or procedures that may be barriers 9 
to enrollment of homeless children and youths.  In reviewing and revising such procedures, the 10 
Superintendent will consider issues of transportation, immunization, residence, birth certificates, 11 
school records, and other documentation.  12 
 13 
Homeless students will have access to services comparable those offered to other students, 14 
including but not limited to: 15 
 16 
1. Transportation services; 17 
2. Educational services for which a student meets eligibility criteria (e.g., Title I); 18 
3. Educational programs for children with disabilities and limited English proficiency; 19 
4. Programs in vocational and technical education; 20 
5. Programs for gifted and talented students; and 21 
6. School nutrition program. 22 

 23 
The Superintendent will give special attention to ensuring the enrollment and attendance of 24 
homeless children and youths not currently attending school.  The Superintendent will appoint a 25 
liaison for homeless children.  26 
 27 
A “homeless individual” is defined as provided in the McKinney Homeless Assistance Act.  28 
 29 
Anyone having a concern or complaint regarding placement or education of a homeless child 30 
will first present it orally and informally to the District homeless liaison.  Thereafter, a written 31 
complaint must be filed in accordance with the District Uniform Complaint Procedure.  32

It is the policy of the District to increase the flexibility and efficiency of the District’s resources by utilizing the 3 

provision of law allowing proficiency-based ANB.   4

[OPTION]  The District may include in its calculation of ANB a pupil who is enrolled in a program providing fewer 6 

than the required aggregate hours of pupil instruction required under Montana law if the pupil has demonstrated 7 

proficiency in the content ordinarily covered by the instruction as determined by the school board using district 8 

assessments. The ANB of a pupil who demonstrates proficiency in any content/subject matter will be converted to 9 

an hourly equivalent based on the hours of instruction ordinarily provided for the content over which the student has 10 

demonstrated proficiency.   11 

 12 

[OPTION]  The District may, on a case-by-case basis, provide fractional credit for partial completion of a course for 13 

a student who is unable to attend class for the required amount of time.  14 

 15 

[OPTION]  The District may waive specific course requirements based on individual student needs and performance 16 

levels. Waiver requests shall also be considered with respect to age, maturity, interest, and aspirations of the students 17 

and shall be in consultation with the parents or guardians. 18 

 19 

[RECOMMENDED] At the discretion of the District, a student may be given credit for a course satisfactorily 20 

completed in a period of time shorter or longer than normally required and, provided that the course meets 21 

the District's curriculum and assessment requirements, which are aligned with the content standards stated 22 

in the education program. Examples of acceptable course work include, but are not necessarily limited to, 23 

those delivered through correspondence, extension, and distance learning courses, adult education, summer 24 

school, work study, specially designed courses, and challenges to current courses.  25

The District recognizes that a student’s choice of dress and grooming habits demonstrate 3 
personal style and preference.  The District has the responsibility to ensure proper and 4 
appropriate conditions for learning, along with protecting the health and safety of its student 5 
body.

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Administering Medicines to Students 1 
 2 
“Medication” means prescribed drugs and medical devices that are controlled by the U.S. Food 3 
and Drug Administration and are ordered by a health care provider.  It includes over-the-counter 4 
medications prescribed through a standing order by the school physician or prescribed by the 5 
student’s health care provider. 6 
 7 
The building principal or other administrator may authorize, in writing, any school employee: 8 
 9 

To assist in self-administration of any drug that may lawfully be sold over the counter 10 
without a prescription to a student in compliance with the written instructions and with 11 
the written consent of a student’s parent or guardian; and 12 
 13 
To assist in self-administration of a prescription drug to a student in compliance with 14 
written instructions of a medical practitioner and with the written consent of a student’s 15 
parent or guardian. 16 
 17 

Except in an emergency situation, only a qualified health care professional may administer a 18 
drug or a prescription drug to a student under this policy.  Diagnosis and treatment of illness and 19 
the prescribing of drugs are never the responsibility of a school employee and should not be 20 
practiced by any school personnel. 21 
 22 
Administering Medication 23 
 24 
The Board will permit administration of medication to students in schools in its jurisdiction.  A 25 
school nurse (who has successfully completed specific training in administration of medication), 26 
pursuant to written authorization of a physician or dentist and that of a parent, an individual who 27 
has executed a caretaker relative educational authorization affidavit, or guardian, may administer 28 
medication to any student in the school or may delegate this task pursuant to Montana law. 29 
 30 
Emergency Administration of Medication 31 
 32 
In case of an anaphylactic reaction or risk of such reaction, a school nurse or delegate may 33 
administer emergency oral or injectable medication to any student in need thereof on school 34 
grounds, in a school building, or at a school function, according to a standing order of a chief 35 
medical advisor or a student’s private physician. 36 
 37 
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In the absence of a school nurse, an administrator or designated staff member exempt from the 1 
nurse license requirement under § 37-8-103(1)(c), MCA, who has completed training in 2 
administration of medication, may give emergency medication to students orally or by injection. 3 
 4 
The Board requires that there must be on record a medically diagnosed allergic condition that 5 
would require prompt treatment to protect a student from serious harm or death. 6 
 7 
A building administrator or school nurse will enter any medication to be administered in an 8 
emergency on an individual student medication record and will file it in a student’s cumulative 9 
health folder. 10 
 11 
Self-Administration of Medication 12 
 13 
The District will permit students who are able to self-administer specific medication to do so 14 
provided that: 15 
 16 
• A physician or dentist provides a written order for self-administration of said medication; 17 
• Written authorization for self-administration of medication from a student’s parent, an 18 

individual who has executed a caretaker relative educational authorization affidavit, or 19 
guardian is on file; and 20 

• A principal and appropriate teachers are informed that a student is self-administering 21 
prescribed medication. 22 

 23 
A building principal or school administrator may authorize, in writing, any employee to assist 24 
with self- administration of medications, provided that only the following may be employed: 25 
 26 
• Making oral suggestions, prompting, reminding, gesturing, or providing a written guide 27 

for self-administering medications; 28 
• Handing to a student a prefilled, labeled medication holder or a labeled unit dose 29 
 container, syringe, or original marked and labeled container from a pharmacy; 30 
• Opening the lid of a container for a student; 31 
• Guiding the hand of a student to self-administer a medication; 32 
• Holding and assisting a student in drinking fluid to assist in the swallowing of oral 33 

medications;  34 
and 35 

• Assisting with removal of a medication from a container for a student with a physical 36 
disability that prevents independence in the act. 37 

 38 
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Self-Administration or Possession of Asthma, Severe Allergy, or Anaphylaxis Medication 1 
 2 
Students with allergies or asthma may be authorized by the building principal or Superintendent, 3 
in consultation with medical personnel, to possess and self-administer emergency medication 4 
during the school day, during field trips, school-sponsored events, or while on a school bus.  The 5 
student shall be authorized to possess and self-administer medication if the following conditions 6 
have been met. 7 
 8 
• A written and signed authorization from the parents, an individual who has executed a 9 

caretaker relative educational authorization affidavit, or guardians for self-administration 10 
of medication, acknowledging that the school district or its employees are not liable for 11 
injury that results from the student self-administering the medication. 12 

• The student must have the prior written approval of his/her primary health care provider.   13 
The written notice from the student’s primary care provider must specify the name and 14 
purpose of the medication, the prescribed dosage, frequency with which it may be 15 
administered, and the circumstances that may warrant its use. 16 

• Documentation that the student has demonstrated to the health care practitioner and the 17 
school nurse, if available, the skill level necessary to use and administer the medication. 18 

• Documentation of a doctor-formulated written treatment plan for managing asthma, 19 
severe allergies, or anaphylaxis episodes of the student and for medication use by the 20 
student during school hours. 21 

 22 
Authorization granted to a student to possess and self-administer medication shall be valid for 23 
the current school year only and must be renewed annually. 24 
 25 
A student’s authorization to possess and self-administer medication may be limited or revoked 26 
by the building principal or other administrative personnel. 27 
 28 
If provided by the parent, an individual who has executed a caretaker relative educational 29 
authorization affidavit, or guardian, and in accordance with documentation provided by the 30 
student’s doctor, backup medication must be kept at a student’s school in a predetermined 31 
location or locations to which the student has access in the event of an asthma, severe allergy, or 32 
anaphylaxis emergency. 33 
 34 
Immediately after using epinephrine during school hours, a student shall report to the school 35 
nurse or other adult at the school who shall provide follow up care, including making a 9-1-1 36 
emergency call. 37 
 38 
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Administration of Glucagons 1 
 2 
School employees may voluntarily agree to administer glucagons to a student pursuant to § 20-5-3 
412, MCA, only under the following conditions: (1) the employee may administer glucagon to a 4 
diabetic student only in an emergency situation; (2)the employee has filed the necessary 5 
designation and acceptance documentation with the District, as required by § 20-5-412(2), MCA, 6 
and (3) the employee has filed the necessary written documentation of training with the District, 7 
as required by § 20-5-412(4), MCA. 8 
 9 
Handling and Storage of Medications 10 
 11 
The Board requires that all medications, including those approved for keeping by students for 12 
self-medication, be first delivered by a parent, an individual who has executed a caretaker 13 
relative educational authorization affidavit, or other responsible adult to a nurse or employee 14 
assisting with self-administration of medication.  A nurse or assistant: 15 
 16 
• Must examine any new medication to ensure it is properly labeled with dates, name of 17 

student, medication name, dosage, and physician’s name; 18 
• Must develop a medication administration plan, if administration is necessary for a 19 

student, before any medication is given by school personnel; 20 
• Must record on the student’s individual medication record the date a medication is 21 

delivered and the amount of medication received; 22 
• Must store medication requiring refrigeration at 36° to 46° F; 23 
• Must store prescribed medicinal preparations in a securely locked storage compartment; 24 

and 25 
• Must store controlled substances in a separate compartment, secured and locked at all 26 

times. 27 
 28 
The District will permit only a forty-five-(45)-school-day supply of a medication for a student to 29 
be stored at a school; and all medications, prescription and nonprescription, will be stored in 30 
their original containers. 31 
 32 
The District will limit access to all stored medication to those persons authorized to administer 33 
medications or to assist in the self-administration of medications.  The District requires every 34 
school to maintain a current list of those persons authorized by delegation from a licensed nurse 35 
to administer medications. 36 
 37 
The District may maintain a stock supply of auto-injectable epinephrine to be administered by a 38 
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school nurse or other authorized personnel to any student or nonstudent as needed for actual or 1 
perceived anaphylaxis.  If the district intends to obtain an order for emergency use of epinephrine 2 
in a school setting or at related activities, the district shall adhere to the requirements stated in 3 
20-5-420, Section2 MCA.  4 
 5 
The District may maintain a stock supply of an opioid antagonist to be administered by a school 6 
nurse or other authorized personnel to any student or nonstudent as needed for an actual or 7 
perceived opioid overdose.  A school that intends to obtain an order for emergency use of an 8 
opioid antagonist in a school setting or at related activities shall adhere to the requirements in 9 
law. 10 
 11 
 12 
 Disposal of Medication 13 
 14 
The District requires school personnel either to return to a parent, an individual who has 15 
executed a caretaker relative educational authorization affidavit, or guardian or, with permission 16 
of the parent, an individual who has executed a caretaker relative educational authorization 17 
affidavit, or guardian, to destroy any unused, discontinued, or obsolete medication.

The Superintendent is responsible for recruiting personnel, in compliance with Board policy, and 3 
for making hiring recommendations to the Board.  The principal will initially screen applicants 4 
for educational support positions.  The District will hire highly qualified personnel appropriately 5 
licensed and endorsed in accordance with state statutes and Board of Public Education rules, 6 
consistent with budget and staffing requirements and will comply with Board policy and state 7 
law on equal employment opportunities and veterans’ preference.  All applicants must complete 8 
a District application form to be considered for employment. 9

Every applicant must provide the District with written authorization for a criminal background 11 
investigation.  The Superintendent will keep any conviction record confidential as required by 12 
law and District policy.  The district will create a determination sheet from the criminal history 13 
record.  The determination sheet will be kept on file at the District Office.  The Criminal History 14 
Record with no disqualifiers will be shredded on site immediately after review.  The Criminal 15 
History Record with disqualifiers will be retained on file at the District Office according to law.  16 
Every newly hired employee must complete an Immigration and Naturalization Service form, as 17 
required by federal law.

Every newly hired employee must provide the school district documentation of the results of a 20 
tuberculin skin test done within the year prior to initial employment, along with the name of the 21 
tester and the date and type of test administered, unless the person provides written medical 22 
documentation that he/she is a known tuberculin reactor.

Maternity leave includes only continuous absence 9 
immediately prior to delivery, absence for delivery, and absence for post-delivery recovery, or 10 
continuous absence immediately prior to and in the aftermath of miscarriage or other pregnancy-11 
related complications.  Such leave shall not exceed six (6) weeks unless prescribed by a 12 
physician.

Leave without pay arising out of any long-term illness or temporary disability, including 15 
pregnancy, miscarriage, childbirth and recovery therefrom, shall commence only after sick leave 16 
has been exhausted.  The duration of leaves, extensions, and other benefits for privileges such as 17 
health and long-term illness or temporary disability plans in the event of maternity leave, shall 18 
apply under the same conditions as other long-term illness or temporary disability leaves. 19

Teachers’ aides/paraeducatorParaprofessionals, as defined in the appropriate job descriptions, are 3 
under the supervision of a principal and a teacher to whom the principal may have delegated 4 
responsibility for close direction.  The nature of the work accomplished by 5 
paraeducatorparaprofessionals will encompass a variety of tasks that may be inclusive of 6 
“limited instructional duties.” 7 
 8 
ParaeducatorParaprofessionals are employed by the District mainly to assist the teacher.  A 9 
paraeducatorparaprofessional is an extension of the teacher, who legally has the direct control 10 
and supervision of the classroom or playground and responsibility for control and the welfare of 11 
the students. 12 
 13 
In compliance with applicable legal requirements, the Board shall require all paraeducators with 14 
instructional duties, that are newly hired in a Title I school-wide program, to have: 15 
 16 
1. Completed at least two (2) years of study at an institution of higher education; 17 
 18 
2. Obtained an Associate’s or higher degree; or 19 
 20 
3. Met a rigorous standard of quality, and can demonstrate through a formal state or local 21 

academic assessment the knowledge of and ability to assist in the instruction of reading, 22 
writing, or mathematics or the instruction of readiness of these subjects. 23

It is the responsibility of each principal and teacher to provide adequate training for a 25 
paraeducatorparaprofessional.  This training should take into account the unique situations in 26 
which a paraeducatorparaprofessional works and should be designed to cover the general 27 
contingencies that might be expected to pertain to that situation.  During the first thirty (30) days 28 
of employment, the supervising teacher or administrator shall continue to assess the skills and 29 
ability of the paraeducatorparaprofessional to assist in reading, writing, and mathematics 30 
instruction. 31

The Superintendent shall develop and implement procedures for an annual evaluation of 33 
teachers’ aides/paraeducatorparaprofessionals.  Evaluation results shall be a factor in future 34 
employment decisions.

Credit Card Use 1 

 2 
The Board permits the use of District credit cards by certain school officials and Board members 3 

to pay for actual and necessary expenses incurred in the performance of work-related duties for 4 

the District. A list of those individuals who will be issued a district credit card will be maintained 5 

in the business office and reported to the Board each year at its meeting in July. All credit cards 6 

will be pre-approved by the Board and will be in the name of the District. 7 

 8 

The District shall establish a credit line not to exceed Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000) Ten 9 

Thousand Dollars ($10,000)for each card issued and an aggregate credit limit of Twenty 10 

Thousand Dollars ($20,000) One hundred fifty Thousand Dollars ($150,000) for all cards issued 11 

to the District.  12 

 13 

Credit/procurement cards may only be used for legitimate District business expenditures. The 14 

use of credit/procurement cards is not intended to circumvent the District’s policy on purchasing. 15 

 16 

Users must take proper care of these credit/procurement cards and take all reasonable 17 

precautions against damage, loss, or theft. Any damage, loss, or theft must be reported 18 

immediately to the business office and to the appropriate financial institution. Failure to take 19 

proper care of credit cards or to report damage, loss, or theft may subject the employee to 20 

financial liability. 21 

  22 

Purchases that are unauthorized, illegal, represent a conflict of interest, are personal in nature, or 23 

violate the intent of this policy may result in credit card revocation and discipline of the 24 

employee. 25 

 26 

Users must submit detailed documentation, including itemized receipts for commodities, 27 

services, travel, and/or other actual and necessary expenses which have been incurred in 28 

connection with school-related business for which the credit/procurement card has been used.  29 

 30 

The Superintendent shall establish regulations governing the issuance and use of 31 

credit/procurement cards. Each cardholder shall be apprised of the procedures governing the use 32 

of the credit/procurement card, and a copy of this policy and accompanying regulations shall be 33 

given to each cardholder. 34 

 35 
The District Clerk shall monitor the use of each credit/procurement card every month and report 36 

any serious problems and/or discrepancies directly to the Superintendent and the Board.   37

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Transfers for School Safety 1 

 2 

It is the policy of the District to increase the flexibility and efficiency of the District’s resources by utilizing the 3 

provision of law allowing transfers of funds to improve school safety and security.   4 

 5 

The District may transfer state or local revenue from any budgeted or non-budgeted fund, other than the debt service 6 

fund or retirement fund, to its building reserve fund in an amount not to exceed the school district's estimated costs 7 

of improvements to school safety and security 8 

 9 

The transfer of such funds can be for: 10 

1. planning for improvements to school safety, including but not limited to the cost of services 11 

provided by architects, engineers, and other consultants;  12 

2. installing or updating locking mechanisms and ingress and egress systems at public school access 13 

points, including but not limited to systems for exterior egress doors and interior passageways and 14 

rooms, using contemporary technologies; 15 

3. installing or updating bullet-resistant windows and barriers; and  16 

4. installing or updating emergency response systems using contemporary technologies. 17 

 18 

Any transfers made under this policy and Montana law are not considered expenditures to be applied against budget 19 

authority. Any revenue transfers that are not encumbered for expenditures in compliance with the four reasons stated 20 

above, within 2 full school fiscal years after the funds are transferred, must be transferred back to the originating 21 

fund from which the revenue was transferred.  22 

 23 

If transfers of funds are made from a District fund supported by a non-voted levy, the District may not increase its 24 

non-voted levy for the purpose of restoring the transferred funds. 25

The trustees shall provide notice of intent to impose an increase in a non-voted levy for the ensuing school fiscal 12

a) Adopting a resolution of intent to impose an increase in a non-voted levy that includes, at 15 

a minimum, the estimated number of increased or decreased mills to be imposed and the 16 

estimated increased or decreased revenue to be raised compared to non-voted levies 17 

under a-e imposed in the current school fiscal year and, based on the district’s taxable 18 

valuation most recently certified by the department of revenue under 15-10-202, the 19 

estimated impacts of the increase or decrease on a home valued at $100,000 and a home 20 

valued at $200,000, and 21 

b) Publish a copy of the resolution in a newspaper that will give notice to the largest number 22 

of people of the district as determined by the trustees and posting a copy of the resolution 23 

to the school district’s website. 24 

 25 

The resolution and publication of same must take place via form 7545F no later than March 31.   26 

 27 

The Superintendent shall keep the trustees informed of any changes that may have occurred, which may have an 28 

effect on the estimated change in the mills and revenue, between the adoption of the resolution and the final 29 

adoption of the budget.   30

The District may provide transportation to and from school for a student who: 3 
 4 
1. Resides three (3) or more miles, over the shortest practical route, from the nearest 5 

operating public elementary or public high school. 6 
 7 
2. Is a student with a disability, whose IEP identifies transportation as a related service; or 8 
 9 
3. Has another compelling and legally sufficient reason to receive transportation services. 10 
 11 
The District may elect to reimburse the parent or guardian of a student for individually 12 
transporting any eligible student. 13 
 14 
The District may provide transportation by school bus or other vehicle or through individual 15 
transportation such as paying the parent or guardian for individually transporting the student.  16 
The Board may pay board and room reimbursements, provide supervised correspondence study, 17 
or provide supervised home study.  The Board may authorize children attending an approved 18 
private school to ride a school bus, provided that space is available and a fee to cover the per-seat 19 
cost for such transportation is collected.  The District may transport and charge for an ineligible 20 
public school student, provided the parent or guardian pays a proportionate share of 21 
transportation services.  Fees collected for transportation of ineligible students shall be deposited 22 
in the transportation fund.  Transportation issues that cannot be resolved by the trustees may be 23 
appealed to the county transportation committee. 24 
 25 
Homeless students shall be transported in accordance with the McKinney Homeless Assistance 26 
Act and state law. 27 
 28 
In-Town Busing 29 
 30 
In-town busing is defined as the busing of students within three (3) miles of their school.  In-31 
town busing is a privilege the District can discontinue at any time.  The Superintendent will 32 
establish guidelines under which a student may request in-town busing. 33 
 34 
Children in Foster Care 35 
 36 
The Superintendent will appoint a Point of Contact (POC) to coordinate activities relating to the 37 
District’s provisions of services to children placed in foster care, including transportation 38 
services.  The Superintendent, or designee, will inform the Department of Health and Human 39 
Services who is the POC for the District.  The District will collaborate with the Department of 40 
Health and Human Services when transportation is required to maintain children placed in foster 41 
care in a school of origin outside their usual attendance area or District when  in the best interest 42 
of the student. Under the supervision of the Superintendent/designee, the POC will invite 43 
appropriate District officials, the Department of Health and Human Services POC, and officials 44 
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from other districts to consider how such transportation is to be arranged and funded in a cost-1 
effective manner.   2 
 3 
If there are additional costs to be incurred in providing transportation to maintain a student in the 4 
school of origin, the District will provide transportation to such school if: 5 
The Department agrees to reimburse the District for the cost of such transportation or; 6 
The District agrees to pay for the cost of such transportation; or 7 
The District and the Department agree to share the cost of such transportation. 8 
 9 
Definitions 10 
 11 
“Foster Care” means 24-hour care for children placed away from their parents, guardians, or 12 
person exercising custodial control or supervision and for whom the Department has placement 13 
care and responsibility. 14 
 15 
“School of origin” means the school in which a child is enrolled at the time of placement in 16 
foster care. 17 
 18 
While “Best Interest” is not defined in ESSA, that determination shall take into account all 19 
relevant factors, including consideration of the appropriateness of the current educational setting, 20 
and the proximity to the school in which the child is enrolled at the time for foster care 21 
placement. 22
